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Instructions for presenters
Presentation Slides

To avoid complications with multiple versions of
slides, this year we are asking participants to bring
presentation slides on a USB stick. Please come
to your presentation room 10 minutes before the
session starts to save them on the laptop.

Time allocation

For the parallel sessions with three speakers, each
presenter will have 20 minutes for presentation
and 10 minutes for discussion. In case where four
papers are allocated, adjustments should be made
accordingly (e.g., 15 minutes for presentation, 8
minutes for discussion).

Entering the building
